You have to get out of there, 

to escape, to run away, anything to make 

this fade. They didn’t exactly say how long he 

had, but they thought it would be a month. 

But he proved them wrong. He lived for  

two ! The last words I said to him was that I 

was never going to 昀椀nd such a 昀椀erce and loyal 

friend like him. I wanted him to know. And 

then here comes the funeral. So many people 

are here because he was such an inspiration. 

Thousands of 昀氀owers in all shapes and sizes. 

It just proved how special he was to so many 

people. All the memories of our time together

what I will never forget this man who was so 

important for me throughout my childhood. I 

sent up a silent prayer for him. And just like 

that I picked up the shovel again.
