THE EMBLEM
EXPLAINED
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The College Emblem
designed by a local artist Mr. Ignatius
Pimenta on the directions given by
Rev. Fr. John Rumao. The over-all
design is taken from the architecture
still in good shape in the delapidated
fort of Vasai. It was the same design
used for the silver souvenir presented
to His Holiness, Pope John Paul II
by the people of Vasai on his historic
visit to this place on February 9,
1986. The design reminds us of the
first merging of the West with the
East back in Portuguese history of
Vasai. It reminds us of the portals
in which St. Gonsalo Garcia the
patron of the college first took his
lessons. The two storeyed arches depict
the intellectual formation the college
is set to bring about in its alumnai
through higher education. The columns
are an invitation to students for high
ambitions in life. The six columns
are so to say the six papers students
have to graduate in at the bachelor
degree. In the main arch stands the
statue of St. Gonsalo Garcia as a
model for students to emulate in his
international all embracing concern for
human welfare and personal integrity.

At the base is the name and address
of the college: St. Gonsalo Garcia
College, Papdy, Vasai. The dome on
the top of the arch is the dome of

of three panaties giving one flame of
light. The three panaties are the three
religions in Vasai, namely Hinduism,
Islamism and Christianity living in one
unity. Students coming from different
faiths are called upon to work in
unity for the development of our
country. The symbol of the cross in
the flame is an invitation to sacrifice
to maintain national unity.

The point was then raised
in one of my letters to the Archbishop of
Bombay. The issue was then set aside
for reasons of enormous investment of

finance and personnel required for a
college project.

In 1983 it was the people of Vasai
who began to sense the need of a senior
college. And so on 3lst July, 1983 a
meeting of leaders and social workers all
over Vasai was convened by Mr. Robert
Fernandes and Mr. David D'Cunha at
Thomas Baptista Junior College. Advo-
cate Dr. Francis Nunes presided over the
meeting where the idea of a Catholic
senior college was unanimously upheld.
Accordingly the Archbishop of Bombay,
Most Rev. Dr. Simon Pimenta was appr-

oached by an ad-hoc committee to seek
his support.

Seeing the interest of the people in
higher education, the Archbishop held a
meeting of Vasai clergy on 25th August,
1983 at our Lady of Grace Church, Papdy
to get their opinion. Some leading lay
people like Mr. Dominic Gonsalves,
M. L. A, Mr. John Almedia and the
members of the ad-hoc committee tco
were present at the meeting. The pros
ane cons on the subject of a possible

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senior college in Vasai was thoroughly
discussed. Mr. Dominic Gonsalves in his
inimitable style impressed upon the
Archbishop that Vasai would rally round
His Grace financially and otherwise for
the realization of this felt need of a senior
college. It was then forinnlly decided to
g0 in for a college and to obtain all the
necessary permissions from the Univer-
sity of Bombay. Tt was also decided that
the college should be named after the
only Indian Christian canonized, St.
Gonsalo Garcia, who was born in Vasai.

An application for the affiliation of
proposed college had to be made to the
University of Bombay well in time. For
this the applicant trust has to have mini-
mum three lacs of rupees in balance to
back the college project if permission is
granted by the university. Thanks to the
good offices of Rt. Rev. Bishop Ferdi-
nand Fonseca and the willing cooperation
from Rt. Rev. Bishop Longinus Pereira,
Very Rev. Msgr. Nereus Rodrigues, and
Very Rev. Fr. Trevor D’souza, the bank
balance of three lac rupees was made
available with the formal application for
the proposed college, sent to the Uuiver-
sity of Bombay on 29th September, 1983..

The ad-hoc committee and the

interested people went on having meeti-
ngs to discuss and to get ready to meet
the challenges of the proposed college.

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The college started but with no
accommodation of its own, There was a
site reserved for the purpose of a senior
college in Vasai town development scheme,
The no-objection certificate for the use
of that site for this college was obtained
from Vasai Municipal authorities, and
negotiations were held with the land-
owners for the purchase of the land for
the college use. !

Paul II who blessed the foundation stone
of the proposed senior college buildings
during his brief sojourn at Vasai on 9th,
February, 1987. The foundation stone.

The two
missionaries left the coast .of Bassein
in the first week . of March 1572
and reached Japan in July 1572. During

genuine desire  to join. the Jesuit
Congregation, Promises of admission
were held out to him, because Indian
origin was a bar to his entering the
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Society of Jesus, But finally Gonsalo
Garcia lost all hopes and bade adicu
to the Fathers, much to their regret.

Missionary Turned Merchant

On leaving the Jesuits, Gonsalo Garcia
went to another city, Alacao. Here he
established himself as a merchant. He
did not, however, lose his spirit of
Piety and christian zeal because of his
new career. Gradually, his business
transactions expanded and le' was able
to  found new ° establishments. ‘His

tage for him was his ability to speak
the Japanese language. From the
different parts of Japan, the  peop,
began to send him invitations.

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Clouds Of Adversities

The Franciscans were very successful
in their conversion policy. Naturallys
the Buddhist religious leaders became
their arch enemies. They tried to influence
the King to take action against the Francis-
cans and to expel them. But the king
refused to budge.

But the situation worsened with the
arrival of the ill-fated Spanish ship ‘San
Felipe’ (St. Philip). It was bound from
Manila to Acapulaco in Spain but due to
the terrible tempest, it was driven to the
coast of Japan. It was laiden with gold
and silver when it was anchored at Urado,
The captain of the ship, Francisco de
Olandia while conversing with the Japane-
se custom officials 'spoke boastingly of
“la Espana de los ! Conquistadores’ and
unnecessarily - boasted 'that the Spanish
king had captured’ many : countries in
the ~world. He =wrongly told that:the
king of Spain sent: the missionaries first
to instigate the people agdinst their ruler.
When the matter was reported to’ Taikos-
ama, he was wild with anger. The
situation was- explcnted by Sxyakum Hom,
the king's physician. The kmg issued the
order to' arrest all the missionaries 'in
Japan and - kill them. But later- on the
order was restricted to some 'missionaries
especially ‘the Franciscans. There were
three Jesuits - also. The Franciscans
including Fr., Peter Baptista, Gonsalg
Garcia .and others were arrested on 8th
Dec. 1596 and were sentenced to death.

"Road To Martyrdom
' On-4th January 1597, the persons
sentenced .to death began: their' journey

from  Miakoi: They travelled six hundred
miles from: Miako to Nagasaki Via Osaka,

Sckai, Okayama, Hiroshima, Shimonoseki,
Karatsu and Nagasaki. They reached
Nagasaki on 4th Feb. 1597. The next day,
they were taken to the Nagasaki hill
known as Nishigaka. Here Terazava Haza-
buro, the brother of the governor of
Nagasaki was busy in planning the cruci-
fication of all the culprits. As Gonsalo
was prominent among the missionarics,
he was given the middle place. The
culprits were brought to this hill in the
morning. Here Gonsalo Garcia met one
of his friends of Bassein Fort, FranciS
Rodrigues - Pinto to whom he said:
““My good - friend, God be with you
Iam going to heaven. A hearty hug to,
Fr, Sebastian Gonsalves on my behalf.”

" The last ceremony started at 10

The guards kept on beating them
pulling them away. The blood of the
Wounds mixed with that of the martyrs.
Order * was finally established and
Terezava positioned guards’ all around
the hill, with strict orders not to allow
anybody near the erosses. After comple-
ting his task Terezava withdrew from

the hill. Many could notice that even
the tough soldier was crying..

Way to Altar

After this sensational drama the
corpses of the victims were neglected
by the local authorities thinking that
they would be eaten by the vultures.
But nearly for forty days they remained
intact. Afterwards it was reported in
‘The Examiner’ ( March 12,1904 ) that
the Portuguese brought the head of
Gonsalo Garcia to India, which was
kept in Bassein fort. They carried it
to Goa when they left Bassein in 1739
(p. 82). Since the author of the article
does not mention the source of his
information, we can not take it to be
a historical fact. .

Then followed a series of miracles
on the concerned hill in Nagasaki, S
in 11627 that is, thirty years after the
crucification ' of the martyrs.Pope Urbap
VIII declared St ansalo-Gar_cia and
his co-martyrs as ‘Blessed Ones’ apg
permitted the Jesuits and the Francis-
cans to venerate them.

ARCHITECTURE

IN THE MAKING

- Rev. Fr. John Rumao

The 26th April, 1987 will go as a
red-letter day in the Chirstian Educatio-
nal History of Vasai. The Laying of
the Foundation Stone of St. Gonsalo
Garcia College of Arts & Commerce on
that day is a giant step taken by the
Archdiocese of Bombay in the higher
education of Vasai.

The Archdioces of Bombay has for
last several years been in the field of
education. To this date there are 39
primary schools. 10 middle schools,
135 high schools, 14 junior colleges and
only 6 senior colleges, under its Kkind
supervision. Till recently there was
greater emphasis laid on the elementary

and secondary education. However
with the growing need for higher
education, there is an awakening to

open instituions of higher learning to
meet the demands of the Bombay
metropolis and the suburbs where degree
holders in professional and academic
learning are easily absorbed in the job
world. Under various religious and
diocesan local managements, the Archdio-
cese now caters to this need through
11 professional
institutes, 6 academic colleges, and 30
technical and commercial institutes, in
the Archdiocese of Bombay. In all there
areé, 239 different educatianal institutes
‘to its credit.

The Thomas Baptista Anglo-vernacu-
lar School which has given rise to the
present St. Gonsalo Garcia College of
Arts & Commerce is one such educational
institute founded in 1889 in this rural

underdeveloped area of the Archdiocese
of Bombay. It was then the only English
medium school in this district. Students
who took elementary education in this
institute were easily absorbed in offices in
the city of Bombay. That was when
education first made its break-through in
this predominantly agrarian society.

In 1935 this elmentary school grew
into a high school, thus imparting
secondary education to those struggled
for better job placement. Thousands
of young people were benefited by the
academic formation they received from
this institute. The education then imparted
was predominantly of western outlook.
In 1957 the girls were separated from
boys, thus giving rise to the Thomas
Baptista Boys' High School and St.
Aloysius Girls' High School.

In 1966, a branch of English medium
section was added to the original
Anglo-vernacular high school. In 1972,
the English-medium section when full
grown was separated from the mother
institute and handed over to the manage-
ment of Irish  Christian Brothess’
Congregation. It is now known as St.
Augustine’s High School.

In 1975, when the Government of
Maharashtra introduced a new educational
policy of 104243, this high school
was previleged to be in the selection
list of the Government to run the junior
college section. Since then the junior
college section has grown enormously
with the enrolment of more than 1600
pupils in Arts, Commerce and Science
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Sreams g o stage. In addition to
Subjects of phove streams, there are
vocational subjeets such as Stenngm!ﬂw
(English g Marathi), Type-writing,
Elt‘t‘tronics, Electrical Mninlelmm'!e’
Computer Science, Small Scale Industries
& Sclf’-cmplnymem and the like tausfﬂ
at this Stage with a view to better equip-
Students with employment skills.

Most people In Vasai ' live ona semi
subsistence fishing and farming econo-
my. Though the city of Bombay is at a
distance of 50 kilometres, for a long
time it did not have much impact on
the local economy, as the people for

want of proper education did not think

of white color or skilled jobs in e
city. Instcad they were content with
poor subsistence from  fishing  and
farming. It is rccently that with the
exorbitant growth of population and
land hold remaining the same, people
have realized the value of education
and clerical and industrial employment
in he cities. As the city of Bombay
is expanding, it is slowly spreading
far beyond Vasai thus giving rise to
improved communication system. - This
again is an additional boon to indus-
trial and job oriented economy. The
educated migrants from other parts of
the country are becoming a threat to
the local people in the sense that they

are capturing the city employment market
while the local people are put aside
for want to higher education and skilled
learfiing. These local people are made
dependem on their small holdings of
mostly customary land for the small
cropping. The fisher folk are still con-
finuing with their age-old traditional
methads of fishing,  which doesn't
vield much crop.

Anegligib]e number of people - were
till recently employed in the Middle
East for their carpentry skill. Some
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money was coming into the country on
dccount  of that. However, with the
petro-dollar slumping down considerably
tllcz.:c people are now returning to
t!mr.homclund. Vasai therefore is expe-
riencing a steady growth of unemploy-
ment. These unemployed tend to live
oﬂ“thcir relations and in doing so they
strain - both the meagre resources and
the morale of their extended families.

While the unemployment problem
exists there is a great shortage of trained
and highly educated graduates to take
up jobs in the offices, firms, educational
institutions and industries in the city
of Bombay and around.

On the west
lies the Indian ocean. The place . is
surrounded by cultivable land and fruit

DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS :

The brief has been formulated over
a series of meetings held by the
Board of Trustees of St. Gonsalo
Garcia Educational Trust with local
university lecturers, with members of
College-Fund-Raising Committee, with
engineers, architects and planners. We
have a panel of five renowned archite-
cts who have been regularly meeting
together to work out all the details
of the lay-out and buildings required
for college. A tour of colleges in the
city of Bombay was made to study
the actual requirements of college
education.

LAY-OUT :

The layout shown on the site plan
is an attempt to express the family
spirit goal of the college The arranege-
ment of the buildings is on a broad
oval plan with the Assembly Hall,
the Chapel and the Library in the

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middle as cultural, spiritual and intell-
ectual focal points, The four disciplines
of Arts, Commerce, Science and
Polytechnics will have four independent
buildings thus giving them full scope
for growth and autonomy. The Assem-
bly Hall, the Chapel and the Library
are ‘placed ‘in 'the centre to highlight
their significance to the whole concept.
The Assembly Hall is placed in the
centre on the landing so as to be
accessible for students of all faculties
and the public for their use. The
Chapel will be the centre of spiritual
and moral formation of students. The
Library building is located at the rear
end of the inner oval figure, as greater
silence and quiet is required for research
study. On the other hand the 'gym-
khana and the canteen are ‘placed
adjacent to the Pliygrounds to ‘keep
away all distractions ‘well within limits.
The administration block is placed 'on
the path of entry so that ‘people
coming on business will ‘not distract
those in the class-rooms.

It will accommo-
date waiting room, principal’s office,
antechamber, conference room, Managing
Trustee's office, administration office,
admissions office, record room, printing
room, peons’ room, gardener's room,
watchmen's room, students’ council room,
NSS room, NCC centre, counsellin centre,
career guidance room, computer room,
store room, office of dean of studies,
toilets etc. This will have to be under-
taken as soon as funds are available.
It will cost nearly Rs. 14,24,000/-.

Library Building

The library block is a circular
building located at rear end of the
inner oval-shape plan. That area is
expected to be quieter and conducive to
research and reference study. The
library will remain open to the local
community to encourage adult on-going
study. Old boys and post-graduate stu-
dents will be allowed to make use of
the library facilities for their further
personal studies, The library is so desi-
gned as to enrourage more research
work. It will be incased all over with
acrilic glass walls It'll be the tallest
building, the intellectual pride of the
campus. The university specifications
require 25 sft space per student.
Nearly 600 students will be accommo-
dated for their personal study at a
time. It'll therefore have the floor
area of 27400 accommodating seating
space, study cabins, counter, perio-
dicals, stacking space, toilets etc.
The. cost will be around Rs: 43,84,000/-

ASSEMBLY HALL :

This building is usually the centre of
busy activities and a place for encounter
with  the local community in the midst
of which the college. stands. Besides the
regular assemblies, this facility will be
used for functions, gatherings, public
lectures, cultural exchanges, leadership
training, elocutions, debates, old Boys'
functions, dramatics and such other

- programmes. It'll be used pretty much

to give push to the leadership qualities,
artistic abilities and cultural openness
in student through extra curricular
activities. The hall will have the capacity

of 1500 seats. There will be two green
rooms, a stage, entrance. lobby, tickets
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booths, canteen counter, toilets efe  Total
carpet area will be 13800 sfi. estimated
at Rs. 24,15,000/- approximately.

CHAPEL

The chapel is placed on the top
of the Assembly Hall. It is designed in
a circular shape with acrilic glass walls.
It will accommodate nearly 800 people.
It is centrally located as it is expected
to be the source and centre of spiritual
and moral formation. Besides the daily
use for religious services for students,
itll be used for retreats, recollections,
talks, charismatic prayers, catchetical
instructions. It will be kept open on
Sundays and holidays for the use of
local community. The floor area will
be 3600 sft and the cost will be around
Rs. 6,30,000/-

PRINCIPAL'S QUARTERS:

The university specifications demand
that the principal has his quarters on
the premises of the college. Hence this
building is placed between the hall and
the library. This will include rooms,
kitchen, dining room, study room,
parlour etc. The room space for the
above will be 2000 sft. and the cost
will be around Rs. 3,50,000/-

CANTEEN :

This is located at one end of the play-
grounds. The carpet area will be 5000 gf,
and the cost will be about Rs. 8,77,000/-
Il accommodate seating area, Kitchen,
store room, counter, toilets etc.

SPORTS BUILDING:

This facility is placed adjacent to the
play-grounds. There will be indogr
games hall, store room, gymnasium,
sports master's cabin, sports club room,
girls’ sports activity room, changing
room, toilets etc. The total floor areq
will be 5200 sft. and the cost wil] be
approximately Rs. 9,10,000/-.

Then there are other facilities such
as swimming pool, hostel, staff quarters
etc., which will be attended to in
distant future. All the roads on the
campus and the boundary wall will
add a further cost of Rs. 25,00,000/-
or thereabout. In addition to the above
bukilding cost, there will be an initial
ex_p_enc_l_i!ur_e .on - class-room furniture,
office equipment  and Science labs
which will go well beyond Rs. 50,00.000/-
This, indeed, is a great task before
St. Gonsalo Garcia Educational Trust
and the only financial strength the trust
has, is its unwavering confidence in the
generosity and good will of the people.
